     M a n y 
Christians are 
interested in 
miracleş so 
am I.   We 
k v u . {
u n d e r s t a n d 
miracles, we 
jhu.{ hjjv|u{
for them or 

explain them and I suppose this 
is why we call them miracles.  I 
believe that miracles happen 
today, but perhaps they are not 
as plentiful as some might 
think.  We sometimes glibly 
h{{hjo {ol ~vyk ½tpyhjsl¾ {v
hu¡ vjj|yylujl ~l jhu.{ ylhkps¡
or easily rationalize.  
     Miracles are, of course, 
those events for which there is 
no natural explanation, and to 
me, true miracles are the work 
of God and God alone. (We may 
be the beneficiary of a miracle 
or the medium through which 
the miracle occurs or maybe a 
witness, but the power of a 
miracle, I believe, comes only 
from God.)   
     In my opinion, sometimes we 
are too quick to name an 
occurrence a miracle.  Perhaps 
the only harm in this is our 
failure to faithfully consider 
how and why God works, or to 
just superficially attribute an 
even t  to  God  w i thou t 
considering what God was/is 
saying or demonstrating in the 
act. Miracles are one way God

gets our attention but I question 
some so-jhsslk ½tpyhjslz5¾ For 
instance, if a wayward and 
difficult child grows up to be 
President, we may be quick to 
call it a miracle without 
considering the effect of Godly 
p a r en ts  an d  de d i c a te d 
teacherş and others.  (Perhaps 
the real miracle is that Godly 
parents and dedicated teachers 
are able to fend off the effects of 
so many distractions that 
threaten daily to swallow up our 
childreņ and ourselves!)  
     Miracles happen and are 
evidence that God is at work in 
our worlḑ I firmly believe 
that.  There are many miracles 
in the Bible, some of the most 
dramatic ones were performed 
by Jesus, Himself. I particularly 
like the one recorded in the 
Gospel of Luke (7:11-17) where 
Qlz|z yhpzlz h ~pkv~.z zvu myvt
the dead.
