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HISTORY OF MEMORIAL DAY 
 

 You serve and suffer along with 

Him.  A picture of a suffering 

servant is not a picture we want 

on our fireplace mantle, yet it is 

our calling.  Jesus suffers still 

and he invites us, as His 

disciples and followers to 

suffer.  Where there is war, 

sickness, pain, hatred, hunger 

and violence, Jesus suffers and 

Jesus is there.     

This is hard for us.  We want to 

sing ñOnward Christian 

Soldiers,ò banners flying in 

victory.  But Jesus calls us away, 

to a life where we enter the 

world of the sick, the poor, the 

homeless, the lonely, the 

lost.  We want to build soaring 

structures on which our names 

are splashed boldlyébut Jesus 

calls us to a temple more modest 

and located in our hearts.  We 

want to crown him king, 

inaugurate him presidentébut 

Jesus calls us to walk with him 

on a hard, rough and dusty road.  

Itôs not easy to be a disciple of 

Christ.  It calls for a reorientation 

of our values and beliefsðand 

then, our lives.  Heroes are great 

in the comics, but we live in real 

life. We need a Savior, and we 

have Himðitôs what we really 

need.

     Memorial Day is a 

United States federal 

holiday observed on the last 

Monday of May.  Formerly 

known as Decoration Day, 

it commemorates U.S. 

soldiers who died while in 

the military service.  First 

enacted to honor Union and 

Confederate soldiers 

following the American 

Civil War, it was extended 

after World War I to honor Americans who have died in all wars.  

Memorial Day often marks the start of the summer vacation season, 

and Labor Day its end.   

     Begun as a ritual of remembrance and reconciliation after the 

Civil War, by the early 20th century, Memorial Day was an occasion 

for more general expressions of memory, as ordinary people visited 

the graves of their deceased relatives, whether they had served in the 

military or not. It also became a long weekend increasingly devoted 

to shopping, family get-togethers, fireworks, trips to the beach, and 

national media events.    

     Many Americans observe Memorial Day by visiting cemeteries 

and memorials. A national moment of remembrance takes place at 

3 p.m. local time. Another tradition is to fly the flag of the United 

States at half-staff from dawn until noon local time.  One of the 

longest-standing traditions is the running of the Indianapolis 500, an 

auto race which has been held in conjunction with Memorial Day 

since 1911. It runs on the Sunday preceding the Memorial Day 

holiday. The Coca-Cola 600 stock car race has been held later the 

same day since 1961. The Memorial Tournament golf event has 

been held on or close to the Memorial Day weekend since 1976.  

     The National Memorial Day Concert takes place on the west 

lawn of the United States Capitol. The concert is broadcast on PBS 

and NPR. Music is performed, and respect is paid to the men and 

women who died in war. 
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REFLECTIONS 
    The world events of 

the last few weeks and 

months have been 

spectacular as well as 

unnerving. Weôve seen dictators 

fall, terrorists killed and nations 

firing on and killing their own 

citizens. Perhaps you, as I do, 

consider how our Christian Faith 

figures in the turmoil and unrest 

of recent days.  How do I 

respond?  What am I to make of 

these events? 

Like people of every time and 

place, we want a strong leader 

who will be our hero, run to our 

assistance and guide us out of the 

chaos.  A General Patton or 

MacArthur would be niceða 

hero.  We want a conqueror, 

someone who will lead us to 

triumph and glory.  

Instead, we have a Savior.  We 

have, in Jesus, a human being 

who chose prayer over privates, 

servanthood over superiority, love 

over loathing.   What we have is a 

Savior, not a hero.  Jesus came to 

save us from our sins, not to lead 

an army, or to preside over a 

parliament.  

We know what to do with a 

heroðcrown him, take our photo 

with him (or her), ask for his 

autograph, raise his salary.  What 

do you do with a Savior?
