I think of my mother almost
daily. t should be
acknowledged that mothers are
not perfect—after all, they are
human beings, too, but seldom
are so many good things
wrapped up in one package as
our mothers. If I force myself,
I can remember my mother’s
harsh words of discipline, her
decisions I did not agree with
and some methods of parenting
I now think were not the best.
But, as I said, I have to force
myself to think of those
incidents. What I do not have
to force myself to think of are
the ways she thought of me,
cared for me and taught me.
Someone, I’ve forgotten who,
once said something like

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“Thank God for mothers
because there is no place you
can go where a prayer has not
already been.”

I can honestly say that I
believe that in nearly
everything my mother did she
considered me. I can honestly
say that my mother loved me
with a sacrificing, all-
encompassing love.

As I write this, I know there
are some who cannot say this
about their mothers. Mothers
are not the perfect people we
often remember, and certainly
we hear of abusive and even
unbalanced mothers who do
bad things. Even so, there are
few people in our lives who
touch us and shaped us the
way our mothers do and did.

It should make it more meaningful to
explain the symbolism in the banner. The
eagle represents the soaring spirit, renewal of
youth and strength, courage, faith and
contemplation. The legend of the eagle is that
it flew into the circle of the sun, singeing its
wings. It then plunged back to earth and into
the water renewing its plumage and restoring
its dimming eyesight.  Therefore, it also
represents the resurrection and Life. This
legend is referred to in the Bible. See Isaiah
40:31,“ Those who hope i

The fish is the oldest Christian symbol. It has been included at the
bottom of the banner because it is the foundation of the Christian faith.
The sun is the life giving force, the glory and spirituality. Water is the
symbol for baptism, also representing purity and cleansing. The words,
changed from the original banner picture, were chosen by Vicky. Carol
added them as if they were broken by the reflection, subtly emerging from
the water. In this way, the words do not demand the viewer’s attention but
allow the eye to explore the whole banner and let the viewer’s imagination
expand before discovering the words. The phrase can also increase
imagination because the viewer is invited to add his or her own thoughts.
One can think, “My spirit soars on the wings of eagles.” Or, maybe one
would say, “I feel freedom and strength as if on the wings of eagles.”
Vicky first approached Carol in 2008 to do the banner. Carol began to
lay out the design on January 18, 2009. It was completed March 22, 2011
and presented to Vicky and a few other special people. It is a gift from

Vicky and Carol for the enjoyment of the congregation.
