   That, I believe, is what God 

asks us as a Church and as a 21st 

Century Disciple of Christ to do 

and be.  Every day we are on the 

edge of entering a new frontier.  

Our vessel is our Church and our 

bodies.  Our mission is to 

explore, seek and find new life 

for ourselves and all those we 

meet.  We boldly go where God 

calls uséremembering as we 

voyage, Jesusô words: 

   Consider the ravens: They do 

not sow or reap, they have no 

storeroom or barn; yet God 

feeds them.

     Pentecost (Ancient Greek: 

ɄŮɜŰɖəɞůŰɐ [ ɛɏɟŬ], PentǛkostǛ 

[hǛmera], "the Fiftieth [day]") is one of 

the prominent feasts in the Christian 

liturgical year commemorating the 

descent of the Holy Spirit upon the disciples of Christ after the 

Resurrection.  The feast is also called Whitsunday especially in the 

United Kingdom. Pentecost is celebrated seven weeks (50 days) 

after Easter Sunday, hence its name.  Pentecost falls on the tenth day 

after Ascension Thursday. 

     Pentecost is historically and symbolically related to the Jewish 

harvest festival of Shavuot, which commemorates God giving the 

Ten Commandments at Mount Sinai fifty days after the Exodus. 

Among Christians, Pentecost commemorates the descent of the Holy 

Spirit upon the Apostles and other followers of Jesus as described in 

the New Testament Acts of the Apostles 2:1-31.  For this reason, 

Pentecost is sometimes described as the "Birthday of the Church". 
 
 
 

The Fourth of July was traditionally 

celebrated as America's birthday, but 

the idea of an annual day specifically 

celebrating the Flag is believed to have 

first originated in 1885. BJ Cigrand, a 

schoolteacher, arranged for the pupils in the Fredonia, Wisconsin 

Public School, District 6, to observe June 14 (the 108th anniversary 

of the official adoption of The Stars and Stripes) as 'Flag Birthday'. 

In numerous magazines and newspaper articles and public addresses 

over the following years, Cigrand continued to enthusiastically 

advocate the observance of June 14 as 'Flag Birthday', or 'Flag Day'.  

Inspired by decades of state and local celebrations, Flag Day - the 

anniversary of the Flag Resolution of 1777 - was officially 

established by the Proclamation of President Woodrow Wilson on 

May 30th, 1916. While Flag Day was celebrated in various 

communities for years after Wilson's proclamation, it was not until 

August 3rd, 1949, that President Truman signed an Act of Congress 

designating June 14th of each year as National Flag Day.

     There is a program within the church 

called the ñMentoring Programò.  Some 

of you may be familiar with this great 

program, others may have never heard of 

it.  Simply put, it is a program where a 

person who has some intent on becoming 

a Christian is matched up with a mature 

Christian and they embark on a 12-13 

week journey together exploring the ñinsò and ñoutsò of the 

Christian faith.  As an example, most recently Brianna 

Becker was paired with Cindy Lexow as Mentor.  At the 

end of this short journey the individual makes a choice, to 

give their life to Christ or not.  No pressure from anybody.  

If it is a youth, sometimes they realize they are not ready, so 

they wait a few years and then make their decision.  Gener-

ally speaking, this program is designed for youth, those 

around 12 years old, but by no means is it limited to youth.  

If there is an adult who has not made the great confession, 

they may not have the Christian background to make a wise 

decision, then they too are eligible for the mentoring pro-

gram and the same rules apply, a mature Christian teamed 

up with a student. 

      This program is available year round depending on the 

participants schedule.  Christian Education stands ready to 

assist any and all who might want to use this program.  This 

serves only as a starting place on your spiritual journey.
