   Recently, as Margi 

and I traveled to 

Scotland, we 

followed our usual 

routine of staying in 

B & Bôs (bed and 

breakfasts.)  We have stayed in B & 

Bôs probably more than a hundred 

times now and only a couple times 

have we been disappointed. 

   There are reasons why we stay in B 

& Bôs.  First, it is the least expensive.  

Hotels are considerably more 

expensive.  Second, many of the 

places we find ourselves in at the end 

of the day are rather remote, without 

a hotel.  But there are always B & 

Bôs.  Even the smallest town will 

have several and rural areas are 

dotted with them. 

   But the most important reason we 

stay in B and Bôs are the people we 

meet.  Along the way, even at some 

fairly remote places, we always find 

friendly faces and hearts.  Even 

though it is a business with them, a 

chance to supplement their income, 

or, in some cases, the main household 

income, the people and places are 

always friendly and nice. 

   We never know who we will find 

along the way, in whose house we 

will sleep and whose table we will 

share, but our overwhelming 

experience, (except, as I said, with 

just a few exceptions) has always 

been good.

   Emporiaôs CROP Walk will be Sunday, September 25, 

2011, with registration starting at 1:30 p.m. at The First 

United Methodist church.  The walk will begin with music 

and prayers.  Walkers will collect pledges and walk a four-

mile route through central Emporia.  This year walkers will be 

given trash bags and encouraged to pick up trash along the 

route.  The walk will include talks by people who have done 

missionary work.  People who are not able to walk but want to 

participate can bring lawn chairs and listen to the music and 

speakers.  Donations can also be made through the website of

   Twenty Five percent of the funds raised will be given to 

two local agencies that provide assistance:  Abundant 

Harvest and the Lyon County Restricted Emergency Fund. 
   Church World Service is a cooperative ministry of 37 

Protestant, Orthodox and Anglican denominations working to 

eradicate hunger and poverty throughout the world, providing 

self-help and development, disaster relief and refugee 

assistance.
