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     I shared the story of Robert Manry 
and Tinkerbelle at the Leadership 
Retreat July 7, 2007. With apologies to 
those who have already heard the 
story, I want to share it with you 
because I believe it is a wonderful and 
inspiring narrative we need to hear as 

we begin a new Church year.

On May 24, 1965, 
Robert Manry set out on a journey, from  Falmouth, 
MA, to Falmouth, England p̧u h 8:ĕ m{5 zhpsivh{
named Tinkerbellȩ a used boat he purchased for 
$160. At the time, if he made it, Tinkerbelle would be 
the smallest sailboat to cross the Atlantic Ocean. 
Robert Manry was not a world ¹class sailor or the 
experienced captain of an ocean-going vesseļ he was 
a copy-editor for the Cleveland Plain Dealer.  

     Manry did have some sailing experience. Before  
embarking on his epic journey, his longest sailing 
jaunt had been 200 miles across Lake Erie.  

     He was afraid, not of the voyage, but that people 
would try to talk him out of it. So he told virtually no 
one, except his wife, Virginia, about his plan to sail 
across the Atlantic.  

     He spent years planning his trip: what food to 
take and how to store it; emergencies, including what 
if he had an attack of appendicitis, navigation by 
stars,  antibiotics, torn sails, plenty of Dexedrine to 
stay awake.  

     The adventure was a harrowing one which we can 
read about and imagine. He went days without sleep 
and sometimes had hallucinations caused by the 
Dexedrine. 

     He narrowly managed to dodge the huge cargo 
ships which could not see him. His rudder broke 3 
times during storms. Storms also swept him 
overboard 6 times and each time he was saved by the 
safety line he had tied around his waist.  

     Manry arrived in Falmouth, England 78 days 
later, 40 pounds lighter. The world had heard of his 
½zljyl{¾ }v¡hnl huk hz ol zhpslk pu{v Mhstv|{o
harbor, 300 boats greeted him with waving 
passengers, blaring horns and ringing bells. At the 
dock were 40,000 to welcome him, an overnight hero. 
What a voyage! What a  story! What an 
accomplishment!  

     What does Robert Manry, Tinkerbelle, and an 
impossible voyage have to do with us? Imagine this: 
WE are Robert Manry; OUR CHURCH is  
Tinkerbelle; OUR MISSION  is the churning  Atlantic 
Ocean.
