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Humility is a quality that 
seems to be in short supply 
today. From the televised 
presidential debates to the

little humility -- except in the Church! I am so 
impressed and reassured by the kind, 
unassuming and humble souls I meet in our 
Churches. I think there is something thoughtful 
and clear-headed about those who realize their 
debt to others and especially to God.  
 Church members seem to have what I call 
hu ½h{{p{|kl vm nyh{p{|kl¾ hiv|{ {olt {oh{ olswz
them to understand how any talents, assets and 
qualities they may have are due to the grace and 
mercy of Goḑ not due to their own strength. 

 I remember hearing about a man who 
was the dean of a large and esteemed university. 
He eventually rose to an even higher rank in 
education and ultimately influenced, for the 
better, many lives. People listened when he spoke 
because he was a thinker and his words were 
insightful. He wrote several books and received 
many awards for excellence. But what influenced 
those who knew him the most was how he chose 
to live his life.  

 People knew him as a tenderhearted 
person who accumulated almost no worldly 
possessions, even though he could well afford 
them. Instead of purchasing a car, he rode a 
bicycle to work every day. Even though he was 

urged to buy a big house in an affluent 
neighborhood, he and his wife chose to live in a 
modest house they had purchased long ago̧
even when the neighborhood changed. He 
always maintained that this was the place he 
could do the most good.  

 This good and humble man could have 
had it all, the acclaim and monetary rewards 
could have been his. But instead, he chose to live 
simply and modestly and use his talents and 
energy for more important matters.  

 This is a life and example we could all do
