VIAL OF L.I.F.E. 
(Lifesaving Information 

For Emergencies) 
What is the Vial of L.I.F.E.? 

 
The Vial of L.I.F.E. is a place for you to 
store important medical information that 
emergency  med ica l  personne l 
(firefighters, paramedics and hospital 
staff) need in a time of crisis.  By 
completing a Vial of L.I.F.E. form, you 
can provide the emergency personnel 
with vital lifesaving information even if 
you are unable to communicate.  It is 
very important that you keep this 
information up to date, accurate and 
kept in a prominate place in your 
refrigerator.  You are provided a magnet 
to place on the outside of your 
refrigerator that lets them know the vial 
is inside. 
 
There is also a Vial of L.I.F.E. available 
for your car.  You place the sticker on 
your back windshield and in the event of 
an accident they see the sticker and 
know that your information is in your 
glove box. 
 
The Vial of L.I.F.E. kit is available free 
as a public service from the Lyon County 
Retired and Senior Volunteer Program 
and the Emporia Fire Department. 
 
These are very valuable tools to have 
both at your home and in your car.  If 
you are interested in obtaining these, 
speak with Imegene Marsh for more 
details.
