I want to extend a hearty òTHANKSó to all who have served in a position of 
leadership this last year.  In addition, so many of you have worked diligently and 
tirelessly to accomplish so much this last year.  Our Churchõs appreciation goes out 
to you for a job well done.  At the same time, we are excited about the start and 
prospects of a new year.  Itõs like the start of a new school year, you are thrilled 
and eager yet you know there will be tests and bullies.  Our year will probably be 
like that, with its share of joys, blessings, accomplishments and probably a few 
disappointments and losses.  Our Church year (and life) may be like that of the 
òSultan of Swat,ó George Herman Ruth, also known as òBabe.ó 
 

During the course of his life in baseball Babe Ruth became a superstar.  He held and continues to 
hold many Major League Baseball records.  He was declared by ESPN to be one of the top 3 athletes 
of the century:  Muhammed Ali, Michael Jordan, and Babe Ruth.  He was such a force in Baseball 
that rules were changed based on what he said and did.  And there are some lessons we can learn 
from his life.  
 
First, you donõt have to be perfect to make a positive difference.  
The Babe was married but he was also unfaithful at times.  We 
are not perfect yet God can use us.  
 
Second, Babe Ruth played a lot of roles.  At various times he was 
a pitcher, a catcher, an announcer, a filmstar and a coach.  We 
all need to be flexible this year and be willing to play any 
position our òCoachó requires of us. 
 
Third, Babe Ruth was not afraid to take chances.  In the 1932 World Series, the Yankees and the 
Chicago Cubs, Game 3, Ruth was at bat.  He gestured to the deepest part of the park in center -field, 
predicting a home run.  He hit the ball and it flew past the flagpole to the right of the scoreboard 
and ended up in temporary bleachers just outside Wrigley Fieldõs outer wall.  The center-field wall 
was 440 feet away and Ruthõs homer was estimated to be almost 500 feet ~ one of the legendary 
moments in baseball history.  Yet, Babe Ruth was not always successful.  In the 1926 World Series, 
the Yankees played the St. Louis Cardinals.  Even though Babe was a good base runner (123 stolen 
bases that year) with two outs in the bottom of the 9th inning in the deciding 7th game, the Yankees 
trailing 3 -2, Ruth tried to steal second base.  He was thrown out and the Cardinals won the series.  
God never asks us to be successful.  God asks that we try, that we be faithful.  
 
Fourth, Babe Ruth not just set an example, he became an example.  In the All -Star tour of Japan in 
1934, Babe Ruth made such an impression on the Japanese that it sparked that countryõs rabid 
interest in professional baseball.  We need to set an example of the Christian life.  
 
Before us we have the start of a New Year.  We know this will be a year of change and adjustment, 
and also a year of transformation.  Please be a part of it.  You donõt have to be perfect, or always 
righté just willing to play the game.  Blessings!

Injuries, marks or bruises that do not match what the 
victim or suspected abuser says happened. 
Withdrawal or fear when around the suspected abuser. 
Different actions or unusual behaviors, such as acting 
fearful, rocking or being aggressive. 
Substandard care or not paying bills despite having enough 
money. 
Unsafe or filthy conditions. 

What to do if you suspect abuse?  Report the abuse to proper 
authorities.  You can remain anonymous.

For abuse in the home or community:  1-800-922-5330
